Remixing Rhetoric will focus on traditional rhetorical concepts and multimedia, using online resources like BYU’s Silva Rhetoricae and books like Richard Lanham’s _A Handlist of Rhetorical Terms_. We’ll mix _Edward P.J. Corbett’s Classical Rhetoric for the Modern Student_ with the edited collection _Sound Unbound_ by Paul Miller (a.k.a. DJ Spooky that Subliminal Kid). And, in the spirit of remixing, you will find and remix rhetoric with artifacts from your own lives. The course will be broken into three units (invention, arrangement and style, and memory and delivery) each of which will be remixed.
