Peer Review handouts/entries by the following instructors are helpful:

· Lisa Moore

In “Writers' Survey,” Prof. Moore lists questions that she asks of students in order to assign them to peer review groups.  Pre-forming this groups is an option, but not something that you need to do in every case.

· Lisa Moore

As an end-of-semester follow-up to peer review group work, Prof. Moore asks in “Peer Editor Evaluation” for each member to evaluate their peers’ strengths and weaknesses as peer editors.  Again, this is optional.

· Jillian Sayre

In “Peer Review, “she narrates how she prepared students for peer review several weeks in advance, and has attached peer review worksheets for all three major papers in RHE 306.

· Jim Brown

In “Digital Audio Peer Review,” he very briefly describes how students can make and edit audio files for peer review.

· Catherine Bacon

In “Revision Workshop,” she includes Lisa Moore’s standard introduction to a peer review assignment, plus seven targeted questions about thesis, evidence, style, and title. Not written for RHE 306 papers, but could be adapted.
